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[bookmark: _GoBack]Guidance/forms for USAFCENT SG waiver approval into USCENTCOM AOR
· Waivers are valid for a maximum of 15 months upon date of entering AOR.  Waivers cannot expire while in AOR.
· Please follow naming conventions as listed below.  We receive 180+ waivers a month for processing.
· USAFCENT deployment waiver NAMING FILE (LASTNAME, FIRSTNAME LASTFOUR AFCENT WAIVER)
· Other medical supporting documents NAMING FILE (LASTNAME, FIRSTNAME LASTFOUR SUPPORT DOCS)
· CPAP letter of understanding NAMING FILE (LASTNAME, FIRSTNAME LASTFOUR CPAP LOU)
· DO NOT manipulate the PDF waiver form.  It will not import into our waiver system.  
· The checklist is MANDATORY to be completed for all waivers.  Please fill it out completely.  
· Electronically Sign and date the waiver package.
· Forms must be filled out electronically, NOT handwritten and scanned.  Scanned forms will be returned to be completed correctly.  
· Forms must be complete and accurate.  
· Please note, if you are using GENESIS platform, you will need to send ALL supporting documentation (USAFCENT does not currently have access to GENESIS)
· Waivers that are not submitted with supporting documentation will be returned without action and will require complete package resubmission.
Prior to waiver submission, member will require: 
Active Duty:
· Submit PCM clearance AHLTA note stating that member is medically stable to deploy with waiver approval in PDF format using naming convention for supporting docs.
· Submit MH clearance, if applicable, with AHLTA note stating members is stable to deploy with waiver approval (related to specific MH diagnosis) in PDF format using naming convention for supporting docs.
· If seeing a network civilian provider, provide initial and most current note in PDF.
· HIV must be negative resulted prior to departure (but no earlier than 120 days).
· Specialty clearance note (ortho, GI, sleep, etc.), if applicable, provide intake and current clearance notes in in separate PDF documents if seen by off base provider and documents are not in AHLTA.  
· RILO good through deployment, if applicable.  If expires near end of deployment, may have an extension granted through AFPC versus going through an entire RILO process 6 months early.
· 422/469, if applicable
· FULL SET of vital signs and date within past 3 months
ANG/Reserves:
· ANG/Reserve Unit narrative summary and recommendation.
· PDFs from civilian PCM and specialist(s)
· PDFs from civilian MH provider(s)
· HIV must be negative resulted prior to departure (but no earlier than 120 days).
· Specialty clearance note (ortho, GI, sleep, etc.), if applicable, provide intake and current clearance notes in in separate PDF documents if seen by off base provider and documents are not in AHLTA.  
· RILO good through deployment, if applicable.  If expires near end of deployment, may have an extension granted versus going through an entire RILO process 6 months early.
· 422/469, if applicable
· FULL SET of vital signs and date within past 3 months
· AFRC waivers MUST be sent through AFRC/SG office for their adjudication and continued routing to USAFCENT/SG.  
Civilian/Contractors:
· GS civilians need to go through base public health to determine deployment criteria and waiver needed
· Tracked through AFPC/CEW (afpc.dpiecewworkflow@us.af.mil)
· They have a choice of going to their PCMs or seeing a base PCM
· Will require medical documentation from civilian providers as well, in PDF format
· FULL SET of vital signs within the past 3 months
· OF 178 completed
